Dietary / Allergy management
At Kiddie Kastle we try to ensure all children individual needs are meet, to do this we try to have as much information on each child as we can. Sometimes this may include special dietary or allergies. Within the 3 childcare rooms and the kitchen we have on display an ‘Individual Needs’ poster, this states any allergies or dietary records that need to be adhered too. 
Special Dietary needs

On enrolment parents are asked if there are any dietary needs we need to consider, we will always do our best to provide an  alternative and if we cant we may request parents to provide meals. Sometimes parents may inform us that certain foods need to cut from their child’s diet for a while for medical reasons. When providing any snacks or meals all ingredients are checked.  
Allergies 
We ask the parents to inform us either on enrolment or as soon as the child is diagnosed and then of any changes. To ensure we give the child the best support and help we always follow the following steps;

· On enrolment or when parents inform us of their child having allergy is given an Individual needs sheet to complete. This has the signs and symptoms the parents feel we should be aware of, the treatment to give with dosage and how often, any changes to notice and permission to seek medical help and treatment. We may also ask the parents to write a can and can’t have list for the allergy to limit the changes of a reaction whilst at nursery.
· Where possible we will ask the parents to provide nursery with their own supply of all the medical equipment need to control the allergy. This helps so parents don’t have to remember to bring it each day. These are labelled and kept in our medication cupboard.

· We ask the parents to sign a long term medication slip which enables us to give the child the relevant mediation for example: piriton or epie pen as and when needed for quick response. 

· All staff are informed of the child’s needs for the allergy and how to avoid a reaction and the management team, first aider and where possible room staff will be trained to give the child their medication.
· We regularly seek medical advice from doctors, a chemist and medical web site.
· All staff have complete online Allergen training and know to check the Individual needs record. 
This statement will be reviewed and updated annually or as when needed during this period by member of the management team..
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
