Health/ Illness Policy
At Kiddie Kastle we try to ensure and promote good health and hygiene for all the children in our care. This includes monitoring the children for signs and symptoms of infectious diseases such as chickenpox, meningitis, diarrhoea, vomiting and fevers of 101F/38C or over. In cases of contagious illnesses then it is at the management responsibility to inform the parents of the exclusion period.

Illness 

With the welfare of the sick child in mind and in the best interests of the remaining children, if a child is ill, then the parent/carer will be contacted and requested to collect the child as soon as possible.
In the advent of a serious illness occurring then the parent/carer will be contacted immediately along with any medical professional and the appropriate action taken. In the unlikely event of the parent not being available, the senior staff member will assume charge and if necessary take the child to hospital. 

Senior staff at Kiddie Kastle nursery will administrate medication to a child on parent request. We record all medication on child’s individual medication form which is stored in the medication folder in reception.

Hospitalisation
In the event of a child being taken to hospital, the child will be accompanied by a senior member of staff.  The staff member will take the child’s registration form, a mobile phone, and any relevant details regarding the illness.

The staff member will keep the parent/ carer and the setting informed on the child’s progress at regular intervals.  Upon arrival at the hospital, the staff will remain with the child until their parent/ carer arrives.  The treatment of the child will be passed to the relevant medical professional, and the staff member will support the child until their parent/ carer arrives.

This statement will be reviewed and updated annually or as when needed during this period by member of the management team..
